Response to COVID-19 going forward

We appreciate the cooperation of all those who work and study on Uji Campus for the prevention of the

spread of the novel coronavirus.

In line with the change in the status of novel coronavirus infection to a Class V Infectious Disease under
the Infectious Disease Control Law on May 8, 2023, the government’s Novel Coronavirus Response
Headquarters, prefectural task forces, and Kyoto University's Disaster Response Task Force as well as Uji
Campus's Novel Coronavirus Prevention Task Force will be abolished as of the same date.

Since Kyoto University’s rules “Procedures to be Followed if a Student, Faculty Member, or Staff Member
is Confirmed as Infected with the Novel Coronavirus (Ver. 11 dated October 1, 2022)" will also be abolished,
please follow the instruction by the medical institution, if a student, or a faculty or staff member is
confirmed as infected with the novel coronavirus on and after May 8, 2023. (Please note that the above-
mentioned ‘Procedures (Ver. 11)" will be still valid until May 7.)

Although we will not uniformly require infection control measures going forward, we expect all members
on Uji Campus to behave considerately and decently in accordance with the situation. Examples of
effective preventive measures especially for people at high risk such as the elderly during an epidemic are
avoiding "Three Cs"—closed spaces with poor ventilation, crowded places with many people nearby, and
close-contact settings such as close-range conversations, and wearing a mask if you cannot avoid such

situations.
